Catholic Cemeteries Mission Threatened

Bill HR3655 will be voted by the U.S. House of Representa-
tives. This bill will require the FTC to enact a new trade rule
requiring disclosures and $16,000 per violation. This could
easily bankrupt small Catholic cemeteries.
