emailed to you.  You need to register you child every year so that an accurate count can 
be made to order books. 

Anyone wishing to have their child make 1 st Communion needs to have their child in 
the 1 st and 2 nd grade classes  since it is a two-year program.  Likewise the Confirmation 
program is a two-year program and your child will need to attend the 8th and 9 th  grade 

classes. However, prior to entering the Confirmation program your child will need to show 
competency in the basic tenants of our faith. Attending the seventh grade religious 

education class will be crucial to your child being able to prove competency. Therefore, it 
is desirable for your child to attend at minimum the seventh grade religious education 

class and at best the other grades (3,4,5 & 6).
